· Capable of encouraging of conduct that would be considered a criminal offence;

· Capable of violating any law; or
· Capable of giving rise to civil liability.
13) The Promoter accepts no responsibility for late, lost or misdirected entries, or entries not received by the Promoter for any reason whatsoever. 
14) Entrants should not send in original copies/master copy of their DVD's. No responsibility will be taken by the promoter in the event that the original entry is lost or damaged in editing.
